Suggested report format for assessment of risk posed by perpetrator of domestic violence
static (historical RISK FACTORS)
Childhood factors (quality of care received as a child, exposure to violence as a child, being maltreated as a child, persistent or severe conduct problems as an adolescent.)

Employment adjustment
Substance misuse (past or current)

Mental health problems (active or ongoing)
Criminal activity  (non-violent) and/or history of anti-social behaviour

Breach of probation, licence or child protection agreements
General physical or sexual aggression (outside intimate relationships)
Domestic violence towards a former partner 

History of violence and abuse in current relationship:
Psychological (emotional or mental) abuse 
Jealous / possessive behaviour
Domination/coercive control
Physical violence
Post-separation harassment of or aggression
Dynamic factors (those open to change)

Attitude to the risk concerns

Denial, minimisation, level of responsibility taken

Remorse

Empathy/ awareness of impact of abuse on (ex) partner
Empathy/ awareness of impact of abuse on child/ren
Abuse- supporting attitudes

Insight into use of violence

Motivation to change
CONCLUSION

Risk summary
Statements about risk need to be clear, closely specified and based on what you know (ideally from multiple sources) about the person’s previous behaviour. A risk statement should include an estimation of:

1.
the likelihood ...

e.g. unlikely to occur, may occur, is likely to occur, is very likely to occur

2.
of what kind of harm ...

e.g. emotional abuse, physical violence

3.
to whom ...

the adult partner? the children?

4.
at what level of frequency and severity ...

this estimate will be largely based on the kind of abuse the perpetrator has used in the past, but will also take into account potential escalation.

5.
within what timescale ...

imminent risk? ongoing risk if nothing changes?

6.
and in what context?

when the couple are living together/apart? at time of threat to the relationship? at contact handover? if he finds out where she lives?
Conclusion (express what you are worried about in language accessible to parents)
